The glories of Bavaria: wine festivals in Franconia

Munich, September 18th - October 3rd 
“Bavaria”. It’s on every serious beer-lover’s calendar 
for the golden days of late summer and early autumn, 
during which the entire brew-quaffi ng world – or so it 
seems – fl ocks to the Oktoberfest.

“Bavaria”. It’s also on many wine connoisseurs’ ca-
lendar for the time of the year, in which many of the state’s 80 festivals are held in 
Franconia, that swathe of rolling hills and meandering rivers forming Bavaria’s nor-
thwest reaches.

Rather than being attended by millions packing themselves into huge beer tents, 
Franconia’s wine festivals are much more intimate affairs. 

They are generally held in the courtyards and halls of the region’s august vineyards, 
and in the inns and market squares making the region’s communities among the most 
picturesque in the world.

The wines offered at these festivals are among the fi nest in the world. 

At the 2010 installment of London’s prestigious International Wine & Spirits Compe-
tition, Franconian producers received a record-breaking 63 medals, including 14 Gold 
(Best in Class). Best performances were turned in by wine superstars Winzerkeller Som-
merach (4 Golds/Best in Class) and Weingut Horst Sauer (2 Golds/Best in Class). The 
latter winery is located in Eschendorf, and has won Germany’s wine of the year award).

Franconia’s wine festivals do have a number of key traits in common with the Ok-
toberfest. They also offer great local food and feature Bavarian music and dancing. 
“Capital” of the wine festivity is Oberschwarzach, a village that stages a spring-to-
autumn succession of fests.
